In addition, as mentioned above, the University is establishing a
Review Committee to evaluate the impact, if any, of Dr. Nemeroffs undisclosed
speaking fees paid by pharmaceutical companies on the data obtained from
research in which drugs produced by those companies were used. Emory has been
conducting a review ofthese matters, which includes consideration ofappropriate
actions involving Emory personnel. It also should be noted that during the
pendency of this investigation, Dr. Nemeroffhas voluntarily stepped down as chair
ofthe Department of Psychiatry and as PI or co-investigator on any NIH grants. As of
the date of this letter, Emory's request to replace Dr. Nemeroff as PIon the Conte
Center and Neurotensin grants is pending final approval from NIH.

Based on the results of our investigation, the IRB
also will receive a repOft regarding the Neurotensin and CATIE II grants. To the
extent that the IRB makes any relevant findings in this regard, we will update you
with that information.

This account is a Ledger 9 account (based on the first digit ofthe account
number); in Emory's accounting system, Ledger 9 accounts are considered "agency"
accounts, and these funds are held by the University as custodian or fiscal agent for
an affiliated organization.
